Guwahati, April 12 : In memory of the greatest Assamese literary icon, Sahityarathi
Lakshminath Bezbarua, Assam Jatiya Bidyalay, Noonmati today celebrated ‘Sahitya Divas’
in its school campus.

The literary festival began with the garlanding of the portrait of the  legend and
lighting diya in front of it by Narendra Mohan Goswami, the Academic officer of the school.
